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Dear friends, 

It’s been a quiet autumn in 
Yaoundé.  We didn’t travel 
anywhere or do anything spe-
cial.  The Field Education Sys-
tem (FES) fall program rolled 
around in August, and the 
girls learned about the Ancient 
Greeks.  I processed a moun-
tain of paperwork for the last 
sea shipment of the year (see 
photo below).  We sent over 
two dozen passports to the 
Ministry of External Relations 
to process our residence 
documents, and they got 
stalled in the bureaucratic 
maze.  We celebrated my 
birthday on August 16; I’ve 
now joined the half-century 
crowd.  

The New Testaments for two Cameroonian languages showed up at the port in Douala at the same time, and 
both were shipped up to Yaoundé together in mid-October.  Because the truck delivering the cartons of New 
Testaments arrived after hours, the offloading was accomplished by myself, 
the truck driver, my port agent, and the security guard at the two locations 
where the cartons were being stored.  We carried over 90 heavy cartons of 
books in spitting rain; by God’s grace, I didn’t throw my back out.  One set, the 

Bakossi New Testament, will be 
dedicated on November 19; the 
other set, the Nooni New Testa-
ment, will be dedicated on De-
cember 22.  I’m helping to arrange 
bus travel for members who wish 
to participate in the Bakossi NT 
celebration, and I’ve been 
emailing invitation letters for peo-
ple who will be traveling from the 
U.S. to attend the Nooni NT cele-
bration.  We won’t be able to at-
tend either event, but you will 
surely see pictures of both in our 
next prayer letter.  It’s the reason 
we’re here. ��� �

One of the ministries under the umbrella of Cameroon SIL is Faith Comes 
by Hearing, a project whereby Scripture audio tapes are made of trans-
lated New Testaments and loaded onto self-powered electronic devices 
called “Proclaimers”.  These are then shipped to Cameroon and distrib-
uted to trained people who carry them from village to village and broad-
cast the Good News to the local people.  They have met with great suc-
cess, as the following two stories illustrate: 

“I am a blind man and the leader of the Church of village S. When I be-
came blind many years ago, I was discouraged and hopeless, but the 
Word of God continued to comfort me. The only problem I had was that I 
could not read though I had a Bible. It was not easy to get someone to be 
reading to me at home. On Sundays, someone reads while I preach. The 
other days of the week, I don’t have the opportunity to hear the Word of 
God as often as I would like. Sometimes I wanted to backslide, but I con-
tinued to pray for this situation until, one day, an Audio Bible was intro-
duced to our church. After receiving the Proclaimer and the explanation to 
run the program, I was very happy because now I had the opportunity to hear more of the Word of God 
and understand it better as it is in my own language. Now, I have more hope in my life than ever before. 
The worries of getting someone to read for me and the idea of backsliding have disappeared. The time I 
spend in the Word has multiplied by ten. I can now preach better than before and this has made some of 
our Christians who backslid to come back into the church. I am thankful to God for this marvelous tool!” 

“I was a foolish girl. I used to reject the Word of God. Last year I became very sick. I saw many doctors for 
healing, even traditional doctors, but there was no improvement and I was too confused. I even lost hope 
to ever get healed. One day, my younger sister took me to church to meet the pastor concerning my situa-
tion. When we arrived at the church, we found people listening to the Word of God from a machine called 
Proclaimer. I attended the listening also. During the moment of discussion and testimonies, I explained my 
problem to the listeners and the pastor. They said if I believe in the word of God like the other people who 
come to the listening, the Lord would be able to heal me and forgive my sins. That day, I gave my life to 
Jesus and the pastor and the listeners prayed for my healing. When they said amen, I was instantly 
healed. From this day on, I don’t stop praising God and share this testimony!”
